The Seattle Unit member who accumulates the most masterpoints in the four section-
als sponsored by our unit during each calendar year is the winner of the Microsoft Tro-
phy for that year. 

The 2008 competition concluded with a widely popular victory for Neil Ballard, one of 
the areas leading players for the past six (!!) decades.  Neil played with an eclectic and 
wide-ranging group of partners and teammates, all with significant success.  He was 
continuously among the leaders from the first tournament on – as he was 2nd after the 
Sweetheart in February, 4th after the Memorial Day, 4th after the Suntan in August, and 
1st after the Halloween Sectional.  In that latter tournament, he won the Friday after-
noon Open Pairs, was 6th in the Friday Evening Open Pairs, 3rd in the Saturday two-
session Open Pairs, and 10th in the closing Swiss.  He totaled 70.73 points for the four 
tournaments; a margin of 6.19 over second place finisher, and previous winner, Dick 
Yarington.

Note that 62% of our unit membership is in the first six masterpoint categories, and that the 
single largest category is Rookie. These players represent unit growth and the future of bridge.  

Finances   
Most of the core activities of the unit are essentially break-even, for example: MUG (monthly 
unit game), 299’er Sectionals; Round Robin; special events such as Pro-Am games and spon-
soring a TAP (Teacher Accreditation Program) later this month. However, the unit newsletter is 
pure expense and provided as a service to our members. We hope that our four sectionals 
each year show a modest profit that will support our expenses.  

The unit owns 80 card tables (soon to be more) and 80 sets of bidding boxes (soon to be 
more), a trailer for storage of equipment and supplies, a timer clock, and an assortment of 
coffee pots and kitchen supplies. Bottom line, the unit is financially sound. The unit 
board works hard, individually and collectively, to minimize costs wherever possible, 
while providing a high level of bridge events that serve the interests of you, our mem-
bership.  
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Board

Governance  
Here is very good news. The unit does not have to pay any federal income tax on any reve-
nues. Of course, in exchange for this privilege, the government requires us to operate in con-
formance with the laws governing nonprofit organizations and to file an annual information re-
turn (Form 990) with the IRS. You can view the unit’s most recent IRS form 990’s at 
www.guidestar.org. These IRS forms must be made available to the public, not just to our 
members. Use the search parameters of “Seattle Contract Bridge” if you are interested. The 
unit is also an active nonprofit 501c7 corporation registered with the state of Washington.  

Challenges   
One of the major challenges facing the unit board is providing a site for our four scheduled 
sectionals (and their necessary income). We need at least 6,000 square feet of usable space 
(exactly the size of Vasa), adequate lighting, sufficient restrooms, free parking, kitchen facili-
ties, all at a price we can afford, preferably without raising entry fees. Right now we have two 
acceptable (but not perfect) sites, Vasa and the Renton Community Center. However, these 
are not always available for our time frames. The Boeing Machinists Hall is no longer available 
to us. Hotel ballrooms and convention centers are far out of our price range. We are always 
looking for additional tournament sites.

GRAND NATIONAL TEAMS  Tom Hansen 

The Grand National Teams is another event with club qualifiers and District Finals that con-
cludes at the summer National ACBL tournament, Washington DC, July 2009.  Players qualify 
as individuals at the club level (held until March 31, 2009) and may form new teams for the 
District Final.  There are four flights:  Championship Flight (5000+ MP), Flight A (2000-5000 
MP), Flight B (Life Masters with < 2000 MP), and Flight C (0-500 MP and non-Life mas-
ter).  The individuals that qualify at the club level are eligible to participate as a team in the Dis-
trict Final held at the Vancouver Bridge Centre, 2776 East Broadway, Vancouver, BC, April 4 th 
and 5 th, 2009.  Start time is 1:00 PM on Saturday; registration closes at 12:30 PM. You can 
preregister with Tom Hansen at thansen2@mindspring.com.  

If an individual or team is unable to qualify at a club game, there is a “Buy-In Fee” at the Dis-
trict Final.  The fee is $25.00 USD for each unqualified player to a maximum of $100.00 USD 
per team.  Teams can be comprised of 4-6 players.  The winning team in each flight will re-
ceive a subsidy of $1400.00 from the District to assist in transportation and accommodations 
costs, provided they participate in the GNT National Final.
